
  

 

2025-2026 GEUC 1000 “College Assemblies” 
 

Attendance Requirement 

 

1.  “College Assemblies” (GEUC 1000) is part of the College General Education Programme.  

It is non-credit bearing but with a minimum attendance requirement. 

 

2.  Students are required to attend at least 3 College Assemblies and/or alternative activities in 

each school term, i.e. 3 times in Term 1 and another 3 times in Term 2.  

 

3.  Students who cannot fulfill the attendance requirement of College Assemblies are permitted 

to attend a one-time make-up session to be organized at the end of each school term, given 

that students can provide a satisfactory justification for their absence. 

Each student is eligible for attending only ONE make-up session in each school term. For 

example, if a student attends one College Assembly and a one-time make-up session,  

his/her attendance record is 2 times in that school term (but still NOT fulfilling the 

minimum requirement of 3 attendances). 

 

4.  Special exemption to the College Assembly attendance requirement will be granted to students 

participating in 1-year work-study program, clinical studies and/or internships, subjected to 

confirmation/approval by respective academic departments/units. 

   

5.  Students are encouraged to fill in an E-evaluation questionnaire by scanning a questionnaire 

QR code projected on the screen at the end of each College Assembly. The College may cross-

check student attendance records with the submission records of E-evaluation questionnaires, 

if necessary. 

 

6.  Students will receive a course grade on College Assemblies in their academic transcripts 

based on their attendance records in each school term:  

[Pass (PP)] for “Attendance requirement FULFILLED”  

[Fail (FF)] for “Attendance requirement NOT FULFILLED”  

 

*A [Fail (FF)] grade may impose negative impact on your applications for various 

College scholarships, awards and exchange programmes/internships. 

 

**In order to encourage students to attend College Assemblies, those students who obtain 

a [Pass (PP)] grade without joining any make-up session will receive a reward by our 

College. Details of the rewards will be announced in due course.
