Speech of The Hon. Mr. Justice Woo,
Justice of Appeal of the High Court,
at the 44th Anniversary Ceremony
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VALUATION OF INVESTMENT PROPERTIES,
HOW, WHEN AND BY WHOM
AND A CASE OF HARDSH'P Dr. Peter P. k. Chan

Human beings, since money was invented, are confused about how chattels are valued, be they oonds, curios,
diamond bracelets, trade tools, properties of any form, including nowadays, softwares.

There are many professions created just for valuation purposes - such as appraisers, valuers, surveyors
statistician, assessors of various kinds, actuaries, solicitors, auctioneers and finally we accountants. Judges
seating in the courts, or registrars in chambers, alsc are asked to place a value on something. The notorious
thing wouid be the legal costs.

Properties, for the purpose of this paper, landed properties, are subject matters for valuation. Accountants
have been arguing how to set @ standard and we have been attempting to find a perfect solution for ages,
worldwide without apparent success.

The valuations are getting complicated when the world trade and commerce grows in complexity. The same
thing in A's hands is ta be valued quite differently in B's hands.

A simple illustration is the vatuation of stock and shares. In the hands of habitual traders, they are valued as
goods-in-trade, lower the cost or market value. Otherwise if in tong term, they may be valued at cost.

Hong Kong tycoons mostly and generally get rich on property transactions or on ownership of properties.
Hong Kong investors and bankers particularly are fond of properties, because they are “roots” 1o everything.
Qur financial seeretary, having in mind some assistance to high tech industries, told bankers not o rely only
an bricks to lend money.

For purnose of valuation of praperties, their use is an important factor. So are also "who the owner is" and
what the owner is® Our Statement of Standards of Accounting PracticefSSAP} 13 distinguishes isted and
uniisted companies. Paragraph 12 says this:

“For the purpase of their awn financial statements, unfisted companies with investment properties the
estimated open market vaiue of which In cggregate s less than HK$50 million or less than 15 per cent
of the carrying cmount of total assets of the company my carry those investment properties at cost or,
if they have been measured previously at estimated cpen market value, at the most recently determined
estimated open market value, in either case, and, subject to poragraph 9 above they should not be
depreciated, but any impairment should result in o reduction of the carrying amount.”

Accountants have been arguing among themselves how to define a value. There are many newly invented
clauses:

1, Open market vaiue

2, Estimated open market value

3, Revalued amounts

4 Recoverable amount

5, Revalued carrying amounts

Valuations get more complicated. The parties, qualified or otherwise, giving the valuation also get complicated,
that is to say:

1, the directors

2, qualified valuers

3, valuers have certain experiences

Life is simplier elsewhere. Let me say these:

INTERNATIONALLY (using International Accounting Standards (1AS))
“23. Investment classified as long-term assets should be carried in the balance sheet ot either:
{al cost;
{b} revalued amounts; or
{c) in the case of marketable equity securities, the lower of cost and market value determined
on ¢ portfolio basis.”

“ix Where investment properties are revalued {the valuation to be done annually), their valuation need not be
made by qualified or independent vaiuers but the name of the persons making the valuotion, ond porticulors of
their qualification, should be disclosed together with the bases of valuation used by them. If o person making o
valuation {san employee or officer of the company or group which owns the property this fact should be disclosed,
However, where investment properties represent o substantial proportion of the total assets of o major enterprise
{for example, a listed company) the valugtion thereof wauld narmally be carried out:

(b)at teast once in every three years by an independent professional voluer.™

stotement does not require the valuation to be made by qualified ar independent vaiuers: burt fin paragraph
12) calls for disclosure of the names or qualifications of the valuers, the bases used by them and whether the

person making the valuation is an employee or officer of the company. However, where in vestment properties
represent o substantiol proportion of the total assets of majority enterprise {e.g., @ fisted company) the
voluation thereof would normaily be carried cut:

{a}annuaily by persons holding a recognized professional qualification and having recent post-
gualification experfence in the [ocation and category of the properties concerned; and
{blat least every five vears by an external valuer.

Investment properties should be included in the balance sheet at their cpen market value.

The names of the persons moking the valuation, or particulors of their qualification should be disclosed
together with the bases of valuation used by them. {fa person making o valuation is an employee ar officer
of the company or grous which owns the property this fact shouwld be disclosed.”

The guideline issued by the Chartered Surveyors says that a property with $50 million wilf entail a surveyor fee
of $30,000 for its valuation in one repori. Attention please, if properties with an estimated value of $50 miflion
comprise of 20 units of properties, the fees would be unnecessarily high in any circumstances, The Standard
SSAP 13, paragraph 12 on exemption does not go far encugh to take care of the hardship cases like this ore. In
fact requiring an untisted company to make an annual valuation of properties totalling over $50 miliion or over
15% of the total assets is unrealistic. 1t does not serve any useful purpose at ail.

Most unlisted companies in Hong Kang and anywhere are small businesses. Therefore the readers or users of
the financial statements are invariably the directors, shareholders and creditors of the carapanies. They do care
about the amount of profits as well as the financial position of the companies, but not on the value of the
. properties held as investment in the fong term.

They also understand that the property market is fluctuating. 1t is meaningless to pay annually a huge valuation
fee on the properties which will not be likely disposed of in foreseeable future.

Therefore their hardship has never been addressed by the learned authors of our Standards. Their philosophy to
make Hong Kong's standards more difficult for the private sector than other counterparts is not understoad.
They do not make our standards petfer.

¢ On the contrary, they make our standards cnerous for no particular purpose or achievement. Legislature, through
Section 141D exemptions attempted to make life easier. Inadequate exemption on valuation of investment
properties makes hfe harder unnecessary.

On top of the above, there were criticism over 55AF 13, namely:

"Open market value”

The provisions of HKSSAP 13 are the result of challenges made by property industry managers and analysts to
! the requirement under HKSSAP & to depreciate buildings. In essence the standard oflows investment properties
to be carried in the accounts at their open market value at the vear end. As the HK$50m presumable refered to
open market value which fluctuate every year with the property morket, it is impractical to include a market
vaiue whether valuation /s necessary or not.

Assets per share

For listed companies where their main activity is investment in properties, the results included in profit and foss
account may not necessarily reflect the performance of the company; assets per share and changes in gsset
values are of equal importance.

Investment property revaluation reserve

As far as the accounting rules are concerned, an investment property revaluation reserve is the medium through
which changes in the value of investment properties are to be made. Unless of course the reserve is depleted in
which case deficits on the reserve should be transferred to profit and loss account. Criticisms arose from the

portfalio assessment of investment properties as mentioned abave.
