These past few weeks, with my departure date looming, my senses have been cverwhelmed with the variety of
life in Hong Kong. Kwai ling ko is more aromatic, mangoes are unimaginably tender, and sunlight feels hotter on
the skin. On hazy days the Eight Immortals put on a show of unmatched aloofness, and on clear days Ma On
Shan shows off its crags and deep contours like never before. In the past several days people have spotted me
out and about in the city. Later on they ask me, “was that you in Hung Hom?” or "did you go to Plaza Hollywood
last Friday?" This is a sign the city is growing used to my being here, though in a matter of days [ will be leaving;
this is a sign that | am leaving too soon. Recently, as KCR trains slide into University station, | have noticed they
seem to roll along the platform stower than in the past, and that the nose seems to droop, headlights downcast,
I feel the train mcpes along in the simple sadness of facing facts: it is time for a close friend to go.

I have spent a year here, a ridiculousty short time to claim as the basis of my rhetoric of departure and separation,
but the feeiings are sharp and very real. United College and the University as a whole has been a tremendously
welcoming place to me, a center of resource and energy to which | have taken a deep liking. The Department of
Geography and Resource Management has been a home which | cannot thank encugh, for everyone's directness,
openness, intettectual curicsity and sense of purpose, and, most of all, offer of friendship without conditions. |
say | cannot thank them enough but here | say: thank you. [ wilt miss all of you.

Hong Kong, and the University in particular, struck me as utterly unique and beguiling from the very beginning,
and | started work on constructing nostalgia tast fall, shortly after my arrival. { knew from the beginning one
year was not a long period of time, and after | started to reatize how much this city engaged my senses and

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Critical Issues and Future Directions in NNS
(Non-native Speaking) Teacher Research

Introduction

In Hong Kong, students’ English standard has often been a matter of concern ameng aducators.
Over the past two decades, complaints about students’ falting English standards have been escalating.
In recent years, attention has also been shifted to English teachers, who have increasingly come
under fire for their "declining” English proficiency and their "failure” to enhance students’ English
standards. All these criticisms about faliing standards in English language teaching and learning,
however, are not backed up by any rigorous local research. In 1996, the Hong Kong government
decided to investigate the establishment of language benchmarks for all teachers in Hong Kong.
After some preliminary investigations, in 2000 the government formally announced the launching
of the benchmarking test, an initiative to set the standards of language proficiency expected of
English teachers. The objective of language benchmarking is to make sure that all English teachers
possess the minimum proficiency to teach English {i.e. Level 3 out of 5 levels), and to encourage
themn to strive for higher levels of language proficiency {i.e. Levels 4 and 5). The benchmarking test
consists of five components: speaking, listening, reading, writing, and classroom language. It is
expected that by 2005, all serving language teachers must have met the benchmarks (Education
Department, 2001).

Since the announcement of the benchmarking initiative, vehement protests have been heard from
the Professional Teachers' Union {PTU). It is generally felt by the PTU that benchrmarking is an insult
to teachers’ professional status. As a result of teachers' escalating complaints, the government
made certain compromises, Exemption was granted to teachers with an English degree and relevant
teacher training, who are deemed to have attained Level 3 proficiency. Those who are not exempt
can opt for either taking the benchmarking test or attending benchmarking {language proficiency)
courses aimed to upgrade their English proficiency. Native English teachers hired by the government
are likely to be exempt since they should possess an English degree plus relevant training.

interestingly, a survey by Coniam & Falvey (1999} conducted before benchmarking was formally
announced by the government showed that the majerity of teachers supported the notion of
benchmarking. Resuits from the survey indicated that the more experienced and more qualified
teachers were more positive than the less experienced and less qualified ones. The finding seems to
contradict the teachers' resistance to the initiative after it was announced. It is likely that when
teachers were asked about general issues such as whether Engtish teachers' language proficiency
should be upgraded before the benchmarking policy was implemented, they answered in the
affirmative. However, when they realized that benchmarking was becoming a reality, and what's
worse, imposed from top down, they becarne resistant and defensive. In some way, English teachers'
anger, frustration and apathy over the benchmarking initiative is understandable. it is not that
teachers are unaware of the importance of language competence. However, many of them feel
that the government, instead of addressing their most immediate concerns about heavy workload
and lack of direction and support in developing a more innovative curricuium, has imprudently
made a demotivating and demoralizing move by establishing language benchmarks. Local media
has reported that more and more English teachers are quitting the profession partly because of
dissatisfaction with the controversial benchmarking test.
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First benchmarking test in Hong Kong
The first benchmarking test was held in March 2001 in Hong Kong'. The table betow shows the results, which

were widely covered in the local media.

Paper Pass rate (%)
Reading 85.68
Writing 33.33
Listening 68.35
Speaking 50.71
Classroom language assessment 8925

From the results, it is clear that the candidates did not do very well overall, particularly in writing and speaking.
Only 339% of thern passed writing, and only about half of them passed speaking. Eye-catching headlines iike
"Teachers flunk English test” and "Must do better” were seen in the locat English newspaper South China Morning
Post. On the whole, teachers were smeared, with newspapers celebrating the benchmarking initiative as an
"objective” measure of teachers’ English proficiency, when in fact much mare pitoting needed to be done to
establish the validity of the test. One uncertainty about the first benchmarking test is that the profile of the
candidates, 431 in total, was not disclosed to the public. It was said in the local newspaper that only 141 out of
the total number cf test takers were serving teachers, while the others were likely to be teacher trainees.

Since the results of the first benchmarking test were announced, NNS teachers of English have been facing
tremendous pressure. The following quotation from an editorial in Scuth China Morning Post will iliustrate this:

Last week's disappointing test results show what critics have claimed all along; namely that the poor quality
of English teaching is the prime reascn for the falling standard of English ameng the young.

... it is no good blaming pupils for lacking English skills when many of their tutors are not much better.
(Fnglish lesson, South China Morning Post, 3 July 2001, p.17)

When the media has attributed students' failure to English teachers' own failure, it is highty unlikely that the
general public can remain objective in the way they respond to the benchmarking results. Who cares, for example,
about who took the tests, how the scripts were marked, how validity was achieved, etc. etc.? To some extent,
teachers shouid be held accountable to students’ English standards; however, there is much more to good
English practice than a gocd command of English. Unfortunately, benchmarking seems to have shifted the
public's attention almost exclusively to teachers' language proficiency, in particular those whe cannot make the
grade. Much less has been said and dene to recognize and celebrate local English teachers’ effort in trying to
help students improve their English.

Challenges

What, then, are the challenges facing NNS teachers of English in Hong Kong? | believe these challenges are not
specific to Hong Kong but they may also be applicable to NNS teachers teaching English in other parts of the
world. One immediate challenge is for NNS teachers of English to equip themselves so that they can provide a
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reliable model of English to enhance students' language praficiency, Ways have to be sought to encourage
teachers to pursue ongoing professional development especially to upgrade their English proficiency.
Unfortunately, while few would object to the idea that NNS teachers of English should possess native or
near-native English proficiency, little has been said or dene to find out how this can be achleved. Most
professional development courses focus on subject knowledge and competence, e.g. how to implement
task-based {earning, how to use iT in English language teaching, etc. Little emphasis is put en how English
teachers can be helped to attend to their own fanguage needs. While English teachers are talking about
ways to help their students pursue self-directed learning to improve their English, it is essential that English
teachers themseives are supported in their own professional pursuit to upgrade their English proficiency.
Teacher education prograrmmes have to consider effective ways to strengthen the language enhancement
component for pre- and in-service teachers. In particular, a language awareness component should be
integrated Intc teacher education programmes to help teacher trainees examine language teaching and
language learning from a language awareness perspective. Last but net teast, we are faced with the long-
term chalienge of how to attract high-caliber graduates into the English tanguage teaching {ELT) profession.
If lacal English teachers were portrayed in a more favorable light, if their working conditions were improved,
if they had more support, the ELT profession would be looked upon more favorably by the general public.

Future Research

In terms of research, a lot can be and needs to be done. More much research is warranted to investigate
ways to strengthen language training in teacher education programmes {see Medgyes, 1999). It is equally,
if not mere important, to instil in both pre-service and in-service teachers the importance of life-long
learning that focuses on upgrading their English proficiency as part of their ongoing professional
development. How this can be done can be developed into interesting research topics. Lecally, the impact
of benchmarking on Hong Kong teachers is worth investigating, e.g. in terms of their attitudes and
commitment to teaching. The effectiveness of the language proficiency courses provided by the
government to help upgrade teachers’ English proficiency has to be gauged. Overall, much more research
has to be done to find out how teachers can be helped to pursue language improvement and the kind of
support they need. Instead of taking teachers to task for their inadequate English preficiency, we should
investigate ways to strengthen language training in teacher education. It is NGW time for action.

Less than 30%
of the candidates passed writing, and less than 40% passed listening.
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
